	Open Forum: - Cllr White welcomed parishioners. Broadband concern was shown by 22 parishioners attending the Open Forum, plus letters of support and numerous apologies for non-attendance. Parishioner Brian Mitchell gave a presentation and highlighted the fact that Kingston could be left out of being supplied with faster Broadband which is being supplied to the villages of Ringmore and Bigbury. Parishioners attending the Open Forum expressed their concern and their strength of support towards the importance of having the availability of faster Broadband in Kingston.  It was highlighted that Kingston has many small business, including the farming industry. A further discussion followed.  Judy Wurr offered to raise a questionnaire/survey leaflet to distribute to all houses in Kingston this would give facts and figures of the necessity of Broadband. KPC agreed to give support to this project.    
Cllr White thanked parishioner Brian Mitchel for his valuable information and parishioners for attending the Open Forum.

	Devon County Councillor's report: Cllr Richard Hosking reported
DCC Budget has not been finalised yet, although headway has been made and the outcome of the DCC Precept had a positive outcome of £46 per head for Band D property.

Devaluation is still under discussion with much consideration and ground work being put into the project.

Faster Broadband is being rolled. Connecting Devon & Somerset report that “Airband” will deliver faster Broadband to Dartmoor and Exmoor. It is hoping that all areas in the future will have the availability of faster Broadband.  SHDC Cllr Ward raised the question of why Kingston could be left out of the roll out of faster Broadband.  Cllr Hosking is under the understanding that Kingston is not in Phase 2 of the roll out of faster Broadband, he will look into the reason for this and report back.
Fare Car The once a week Fare Car F17 is a step closer to being confirmed.  This would enable a 2 hour visit on a Wednesday to Kingsbridge, detail to be confirmed.  Cllr Hosking passed on congratulations to parishioner Graham Phillips lobbing for this service.  It is noted that KPC also pass on their thanks to GP and a letter of thanks will be forwarded.

Community Car.  Confirmation was given that contact with the voluntary organisers of the Community Car had been lost, new contact details have now been raised.  RH will forward the necessary information to KPC.

	SHDC Report:  Cllr Lindsay Ward reported – 
Devolution bid meeting deferred due to SHDC concern over details but still very much on board with the devolution concept.

SHDC agreed to start work with Plymouth City council , West Devon Borough Council and Dartmoor National Park – to look at the new local plan – housing and where it goes – together.

Dementia South Hams Extra Care Facility Cllr Ward recently took part in dig on site at Totnes to mark the beginnings of a build of an extra care facility in the South Hams. This is a facility which is providing affordable accommodation as part of a complex where there are care facilities so that it can adapt to changing needs over time.  There are facilities which are open to the public as well as to residents such as a hair and beauty parlour.

Wonwell Beach – Cllr Freeman asked who is responsible for the removal of the large amounts of Flotsam and Jetsam being washed up and found on the slipway and beach at Wonwell.  Cllr Freeman reported making investigations on the Web Site and finding evidence showing a conservation plan had been raised by a conservation group but could find no evidence of this group or if it is still in existence or if it is under review.  Cllr Richardson reported the web site states the care and management of the Erme Estuary is co-ordinated through the Erme Estuary Conservation Group which is supported by AoNB.

The clerk confirmed contacting Flete Office but no response as yet received. Cllr Ward asked if an e-mail to the Flete Estate could be sent and to copy her in.  Clerk to action.  Cllr Ward will investigate further and report back.
SHDC has confirmed removal of the rubbish on the Wonwell Beach turning bay.  All noted.
