	SHDC Report: Cllr Huntley reported
SHDC Lotto - All good causes in South Hams and West Devon are being informed by SeaMoor Lotto that applications are being accepted from 29th May.  All registered Charities are encouraged to attend one of the SeaMoor Lotto launch events, which covers the areas of SHDC and West Devon Borough Councils.  Clerk to pass this information onto Kingston Reading Room. 
Planning – Kate Cantwell, SHDC Development Management has advised Cllr Huntley that a letter of report is imminent as to the decision  to Sanderson‘s Field planning application.  The VPLtd is still under consideration with letters of objections, reports from AoNB, and Alex Wishes footpath/tree report still being reviewed.

Planning KPC Questions Cllr Freeman asked why some Enforcement Actions have been dropped off the SHDC list, what happens to Planning Applications that have not been adhered to, if a Planning Application is not used within its 3 year time limit can that Planning Application be reactivated, why, when Constructions Management Plans are requested by KPC they are not implemented by SHDC.  Also KPC are left completely out of the communication loop with SHDC as to the progress of these reports.  Cllr Huntley asked Cllr Freeman to put all questions raised in an e-mail. Cllr Huntley will look into all these questions and report back. 
Car Parking – is being raised by 2% and the weekly ticket is being stopped. Cllr White thanked Cllr Huntley for her report.

Groundswork Grant No 3 This has now been granted a sum of £4091.00.  This is the last Groundwork’s grant to be applied for.
Draft Neighbourhood Plan is now ready for L Bray to inspect. KNPTG will now look into the finer details of the Plan.

Asset of the Community KNPTG have discussed and now put to KPC if application can be made to SHDC for the Kingston Reading Room to be made an Asset of the Community giving the Parish the opportunity to have first option of purchase safeguarding the assets for the future generations. This could also apply to the Allotments and Recreation Ground. Cllr White asked if an individual could make the application for KPC.  JA advised KPC to ask SHDC.
Trees of distinctions within the Parish also need to be looked into for possible TPO’s to be placed.

Air Ambulance Night Landing Site JA asked KPC if AA had been consulted on a suitable night landing site.  Cllr Freeman confirmed that a consultation with AA and subsequent site inspection of the Recreation Ground had been actioned.  AA found the RG an unsuitable site and no other site was recommended.  JA will look further into the possibility.
Action Plan KNPTG is looking to raising an action plan on issues that have been raised by the recent village Questionnaire.
Final Draft of NP when Lee Bray has given final agreement on the NP KNPTG will pass to KPC by the June or latest July KPC meeting for their inspection.  The report will then need to be with SHDC by the end of September 2018.
Social Housing JA reported to Cllr Huntley that Rob Ellis has not reported back after the meeting of 2 months ago. Cllr Huntley confirmed enquiries would be made and report back.  Cllr White thanked JA for her report.
2. KPC Cllr Watts reported attending SHDC Planning Seminar “Permission in Principle”  The seminar highlighted that Permission in Principle added another layer of permissions and applies to both Greenfield and not Brownfield and comes into force from June 1st 2018.

	Dog Bins: Cllr White reported SHDC are investigating the feasibility of Dog Bins at Church Park and the turning bay at Wonwell Beach.  All Noted.

	Defibrillator:  Cllr White reported correspondence received from South West Ambulance Service saying  “Whilst it is correct that SWAS do not automatically record the details and location of all AEDs (defibrillators) that are installed, they will if the ‘organisation' that installed it conforms to their ‘Accreditation Scheme”. To achieve this, certain criteria must be met: the AED must be correctly stored, people or staff at the location must be trained in its use, have refresher training on an annual basis and have certification that this has taken place. The AED must be checked weekly by one of two nominated individuals and an online record made monthly. Finally the accredited ‘organisation’ must providence a telephone number so that emergency calls made near the AED can be reported.”  Clerk confirmed to KPC that this communication had been forwarded to Michael Jarvis who has volunteered to oversee the Defibrillator.  Michael has confirmed that this is all in order.  He will also contact Nigel Toms to ask for further training.  Cllr Freeman asked Clerk to inquire who responsible for replacing new batteries in the Defibrillator.  Clerk to report back.  KPC passed thanks to Michael for continuing to oversee the Defibrillator. All noted.

2 Recreation Ground Sub Committee:  Cllr White reported
Double Swing Project – The swing delivery date has been changed and confirmed from Playdale as Thursday 24th May. Cllr Lewis and Watts have confirmed to be on sight for assistance. After the confirmation from DCC Cllr Gilbert of the Locality Grant of £200.00 there is still a shortfall of £187.00 which is hoped will be met by the prospect of some local funding. 
Recreation Ground - removal of two further trees within the Copse.  Ace of Spades has confirmed the costing would be £50 and not £60.00 as less work than the previous two trees.  After further discussion KPC all agreed for this cost to be accepted.

Football – Cllr Summer-Nutting reported a friendly football match will be held on Bank Holiday Monday 28th May at approx 5pm followed by BBQ.  Cllr S-N confirmed that the football field will be white lined in readiness for the match.  Cllr Freeman reminded all that the there is no car parking at the Recreation Ground; this is for disabled access only.  All Noted.

3. Allotments: Cllr Summer-Nutting confirmed to visit Allotments with Clerk.  Clerk to inform Tenants of new Cllr contact.
4 Reading Room: Cllr Freeman reported 
The Reading Room Revival Team, having considered quotations from interested contractors, recommends that ELM Construction & F W Jarvis are used to carry out the forthcoming work on the ceiling and electrics.  Through Kingston PC the RR Management Committee successfully applied to SHDC for TAP funding of £7,500.00 as part of the costing towards the RR ceiling refurbishment.  The RR Committee will also provide funds from their maintenance budget for this project. The project is expected to be completed by the end of August 2018.  Following a full discussion KPC officially awarded the contracts to the two proposed companies, F W Jarvis & Sons and ELM Construction.  Cllr Freeman and Clerk to inform the RR Management Committee.  All noted.

6 Footpaths: Cllr White nothing to report. 
7 Tree Wardens Report:  Cllr White reported the Valuation of the Ash Tree is still in progress.
