1.KNPTG

KPC Approval for Draft KNP – Cllr White reported that KPC Cllrs had met for an informal briefing discussion with regard to the first Draft of the KNP and also to read SHDC Duncan Smith’s report. KPC have all agreed that support could not be given to the suggested site of “Saturday Field” at the south end of the village as this would have the same objections as raised to the VPLtd application.  For example, creating extra traffic (through the entire extent of the village) creating an elevated housing site, with potential to accommodate many more than the NP proposal of a maximum of 4 houses into the future, in the heart of the AONB and the undeveloped heritage coast.  JA agreed these reasons are accepted. Cllr Lewis stated that if small housing plots of 1 or 2 houses were put into the NP that this would be acceptable or equally no sites in the NP at all, Planning Applications could still be applied for after the finalising of the NP.  It was noted that SHDC Duncan Smith’s report stated that if KPC chose no sites to be allocated into the NP, then strong evidence needs to be given for not doing so, with possible criteria being set out to be applied in the Planning Process to any future applications.  Following further discussion JA confirmed that the NPTG will meet again to go through all the queries raised.  KNPTG will then report back at the next KPC meeting.  Cllr White thanked JA and the KNPTG once again for the continued support and hard work put into the Kingston Neighbourhood Plan.
