	Devon County Councillor's Report:  Cllr Gilbert report from this evenings APA meeting 
Stepping down and now finished as the stand-in SHDC Cllr.  Elections will take place on Thursday May 2nd and a new SHDC will be attending the monthly local Parish Council meetings.  Cllr Gilbert stated how much he had enjoyed serving the community.

KNPTG congratulations on the actions being taken to completing the Neighbourhood Plan.  This entails a lot of hard work and commitment and is to be commended.

SWW communications with the Environmental Agency, DCC Footpaths and South West Water have been stepped up to a higher degree of importance with a lot of support from DCC.  The ongoing problem at Walkspool with the overspill of Sewerage into the residents drive and onto the Public Footpath is getting closer to being resolved by SWW. However it is noted that no satisfactory results have been achieved yet.  This situation is still being closely monitored.

DCC General News:-   Economy – is in good order.  Broadband – is delayed. Flybe – has not failed as a company and is still flying.

Ceramic Tiles Heathfield – has new ownership interest by another Tile company so encouraging for local employment.

Cllr Gilbert following APA left to attend neighbouring Parish Meetings.  In his absence Cllr White thanked Cllr Rufus Gilbert again for his report, his past support, encouragement and availability of Grants from SHDC and DCC for the Parish of Kingston. Some running repairs actioned.    Prognosis from IT advisor is that the battery life is very close to ending and advised to always use mains. As the laptop is now 7 years old it would be advisable for KPC to investigate purchase of new Laptop.  PG would be more than happy to looking at Models and report back to Clerk. PG confirmed no charge for the maintenance actioned. 2 Recreation Ground Sub Committee:  Cllr Lewis reported
Maintenance – is going forward well. The grass was cut ready for the Easter Break. The grounds and facilities were extensively used over the holiday. 
Signs – Cllr Freeman highlighted that the information plaque/signs near the entrance to the grounds still need to be updated.  Cllr Freeman will remove signs and place ones with the correct information on the first walk in gate. The Defibrillator sign will need to be re-ordered with new contact names on.  Clerk to action.  All noted.
3. Allotments: Cllr Summer-Nutting reported all in order at the Allotments with Spring activity well in evidence. All Noted
4 Reading Room: Cllr Freeman reported the Curtains and Blackout Blinds have now been installed. The already purchased second hand chairs have now been professionally cleaned with a very clear difference to the cleanliness. All Noted 

5. Street Furniture:  Cllr Freeman highlighted a parishioner’s comment at this evening’s earlier APA meeting with reference to the Four Cross Road sign asking if a professional sign could be placed at Four Cross.  Cllr Freeman confirmed that KPC have discussed and considered this signage at great length with DCC Cllr Gilbert and DCC Highways Adam Keay. KPC concluded that it is not feasible to purchase a road sign within the KPC 2019/20 budget frame.  However KPC do appreciate and note the questioned raised in connection to the sign structure.  If any funding should become available it will be investigated.  All Noted.
6 Footpaths: Cllr White – nothing to report.  

7. Tree Wardens Report:  Cllr White reported that Annie White has now stepped down from being one of the Kingston Tree Wardens.  All agreed for sincere thanks to be passed to Annie for having helped over the years in the monitoring and advice given to KPC to the care of the village trees.  All Noted
8. Kingston Church: - Cllr White reported correspondence received from The Church of St James the Less -  reference KPC support to the Burial Grounds Maintenance.  All Cllrs confirmed receiving copy of letter. Cllr White highlighted that the PCC note that KPC do not refer to Section 214 but do reference Section 137.  PCC acknowledge that KPC are acting under the NALC directive.  However PCC ask that KPC reconsider the request and ask for more advice from DALC regarding Section 214.
